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Political View on STI and It’s Eco-system

▪ Important, but see differently on How (FDI, Turn-

key machine, Private only, …)

▪ Scary of R&D: long and expensive

▪ Organization: no consensus, not systematic
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STI-Policy-Maker’s View on STI 
and It’s Eco-system

▪ STI need systematic, harmony, 

coordinated process.

▪ STI Eco-system has to be in 

place.

▪ Organization: centralized, 

specialized, and liberal.

▪ Funding: Specialized for STI, 

regular FY budgeting rules may 

not fit.
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STI Eco-system in practice

▪ STI Eco-system commonly defined, but hard to 

implement due to predefined roles and 

responsibilities of participating stakeholders.

▪ Country’s STI coordinating body is not 

empowered enough to enforce national STI 

policy.

▪ Development partners (DP) may face the same 

gap of coordination in building and strengthening 

country’s STI Eco-system.
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Recommendations

▪ DP develop a good model, even small, for 

government to spin out, by mapping STI activities 

and fill the gaps.

▪ Government take the lead first.

▪ Country to have a strong coordinating body.

▪ DPs also need to have a strong coordinating 

body.
