 Focus almost exclusively on fisheries related
orojects until the turn of the century

» First partner country was the Cape Verde

« Bilateral fisheries development aid has been
decreasing as a proportion of total bilateral
ODA, from 43% in 2003, to 22% in 2007

* In absolute expenditure terms however fisheries
development aid has more than doubled
between 2003 and 2007

« Two partner countries currently have a special
focus on fisheries development projects, Sri
Lanka and Mozambique

* Fisheries development projects are less

important in ICEIDA's portfolio in Namibia,
Malawi and Uganda

 There are however no fisheries development
projects in Nicaragua
