••Some SCP investment have high upfront costs and relatively Some SCP investment have high upfront costs and relatively 
long payback periods, which makes actorslong payback periods, which makes actors–– especially especially SMEsSMEs 
reluctant or incapable to invest. reluctant or incapable to invest. 
••Scaling up SCP is constrained by lack of affordable private Scaling up SCP is constrained by lack of affordable private 
finance. Financial products needed to overcome constraints.finance. Financial products needed to overcome constraints.
••Developing countries also need financial resources on Developing countries also need financial resources on 
attractive terms to use for investments, e.g., in lowattractive terms to use for investments, e.g., in low--carbon carbon 
infrastructure, which involve significant incremental costs and infrastructure, which involve significant incremental costs and 
deferred benefits, global benefits or both.  deferred benefits, global benefits or both.
